 CONSTITUTION

Constitution
Name 

The club shall be called Blackwell & District A.C.  also known as Blackwell and District Young Striders (B.A.D.Y.S.) hereafter to be referred to as “The Club” and shall be affiliated to UK Athletics.

Objects

To provide facilities and equipment for the coaching of athletics.

The Club is committed to encouraging the highest ethical standards. All individuals involved in The Club should conduct themselves with integrity, transparency, accountability and in a fair and equitable manner.
The Club recognises the problems of socially disadvantaged groups especially young people and attempts to improve self-esteem through the building of skills and confidence.

To promote and encourage athletics at all levels providing opportunities for recreation and competition according to UK Athletics laws and rules.
Headquarters

The headquarters of the club shall be c/o Club Secretary, Des Flintham, 3 Metro Avenue, Newton, Alfreton. DE55 5UF 
Colours

The colours of the club shall be black and white squares. 
Affiliations

The Club shall be affiliated to the UK Athletics and such other bodies associated with athletics as the Committee shall, from time to time, see fit.
Management Committee
The Management Committee of the club shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting and shall be: Rob Platts, Des Flintham and Dianne Wass and will be elected from and by the members of the club. All officers are elected for a period of one year but may be re-elected to the same office or another office as deemed necessary.
The affairs of the club shall be controlled by the Management Committee. The Management Committee shall meet at regular intervals and not less than four times per year.

The duties of the Management Committee shall be to control the affairs of the club on behalf of the members. To keep accurate accounts of the finances of the club through the Treasurer. These should be available for reasonable inspection by members and should be audited before every Annual General Meeting. The club shall maintain a current account and the following Management Committee members shall be authorised to sign club cheques Rob Platts and Dianne Wass.
To make decisions on the basis of a simple majority vote. In the case of equal votes the Chairperson shall be entitled to an additional casting vote.

Membership

Membership shall consist of the following categories Athletes, Coaching Staff, Social Members and Volunteers. 
Members in each category shall pay fees as fixed if agreed at each Annual General Meeting.
All members joining the club shall be deemed to accept the terms of this Constitution, in particular the requirement to conduct themselves in accordance with the club’s Code of Conduct and Behaviour.

All new members shall complete a Membership Application Form.

Membership is open to all and no application shall be refused on other than reasonable grounds. There will be no discrimination on grounds of race, gender, ability, disability or religion. 

Meetings

Annual General Meeting (AGM)

An AGM shall be held each March to receive the Secretary’s and Treasurer’s reports, elect officers and fix fees if agreed for the coming year, consider changes to the Constitution and deal with other relevant business. 

The Secretary shall give members 28 days notice of the meeting. Items to be included on the agenda must be sent to the Secretary, in writing, 14 days prior to the meeting.

Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM)

An EGM must be called by the Secretary within 10 days of a request, in writing signed by at least 5 members, stating the matters to be dealt with. The Management Committee may also call an EGM by decision of a simple majority of the Management Committee.
The Secretary shall give every member 7 days notice stating the matters to be dealt with.
No other business can be discussed at an EGM.

10% of members (over the age of 16 years) must be present to form a quorum at a General Meeting. 

Finance

The club’s financial year shall run from 1st February to 31st January each year.

The Treasurer shall be empowered to receive and pay out monies on behalf of the Club.

Cheques must be signed by Dianne Wass, and Rob Platts 
The Treasurer shall be responsible for the preparation of the annual accounts of the Club.
The accounts shall be certified by an appropriate independent auditor appointed annually at the AGM.
Alteration to the Constitution

No alteration to the Constitution can be made except at an AGM or EGM and by no less than two thirds majority of those present.
A proposal to change the Constitution must be submitted in writing to the Secretary who shall circulate the proposal to all members and allow seven days for submission of any amendments before calling a meeting.

All proposals for changes to the Constitution shall be signed by two members eligible to vote at a General Meeting.
Dissolution
The Club is a non-profit making organisation. All profits and surpluses will be used to maintain, improve or develop the Club's facilities. No profit or surplus will be distributed other than to another non-profit making body on a winding-up or dissolution of the Club.

If, upon the winding up or dissolution of the Club there remains, after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property, such property where acquired from funding received from a funding organisation shall, in the first instance, be offered to that organisation. All other remaining property shall be transferred to UK Athletics.
Declaration

Blackwell & District AC hereby adopt and accept this constitution as a current operating guide regulating the actions of members in the presence of the committee.
